· Insert a 1x20 female socket strip connector (1208.0034) into the 20 holes in the circuit board of the LCD module with the female sockets (and plastic carrier tape) on the side opposite the LCD (the side with the ICs).  Solder in place from the back side of the circuit board.  Remove the plastic carrier strip.
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LCD module with socket strip installed and plastic carrier strip removed
