INSPECTION
The process is an inspection of the BAT007.  No further inspection beyond the requirements in the instructions is required.

9.0
INSTRUCTIONS
A. Charge the battery by plugging the PSA004 into the PAS013, and then placing the battery into the PSA013.

1. The red LED on the PSA013 should come on.

NOTE:  On some batteries that are new and being charged for the first time, the charger will turn off after a few minutes.  If this happens, remove the battery then re-insert it.

2. It should take about 4½ to 5½ hours to charge.  

B. Put the battery into a 2800, 2900, or 3000+.

C. Turn on the unit, turn on the backlight, and run the unit.

Keys:  ON, -, SHIFT, SCREEN, BKLT ON[C], EXIT, R/S

D. Press SYSTEM, EXIT, SYSTEM
1. The 2900 should read a voltage of about 7.8 V.

E. Turn off the 2900.

Keys:  R/S, SHIFT, OFF

F. Remove the battery from the 2900.

G. Place a “BAT007” label on the bottom of the battery.  If you have to make some they are in the ‘Options’ label located in the ‘3200lab’ directory in the ‘My Label’ program.
