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Older CAL250’s require disassembly to adjust the frequency.  (Place the CAL250 over the microphone and preamp with the circuit board hanging outside the tube so the adjustment potentiometer may be accessed.  Carefully connect a 9V battery to the battery clip, turn the unit on, monitor the frequency on the oscilloscope and adjust to specifications.  Remove the CAL250 from the microphone and preamp and reassemble.  See diagram below:)
