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DVX010 CONFIGURATION INSTRUCTIONS
1.0 PURPOSE AND SCOPE

Larson Davis is currently using the ActiSys ACT-IR224UN as the Larson Davis DVX010 IR Interface Adapter, for Blaze to communicate with the Spark family noise dosimeters.  From the factory, this IR interface adapter does not work with Blaze.  It needs to first be configured correctly through a configuration utility from ActiSys.

8.0 PRELIMINARY INSTRUCTIONS
If the ACT-IR224UN driver has not yet been installed, you’ll need to install it on the computer before proceeding.  Place ActiSys ACT-IR224UN CD into computer and follow the instructions.
9.0  INSTRUCTIONS FOR CONFIGURing DVX010’S RECEIVED
1. Remove DVX010 IR adapter from box and packaging.

a. Keep the DVX010 with perspective box, however, as they’re both serially labeled.

b. At this point, also discard the DVX010’s install CD that comes with it.  (All of the driver installation is performed through Blaze).

2. Start ActiSys ACT-IR224UN Configuration Utility.  It can be found in the following path:
C:\Program Files\actisys\ACT-IR224UN\ ACT-IR224UN-ConfigUtility-vx.x.x-xxxxxx.exe

3. Plug DVX010 into computer’s USB port.
4. Click REFRESH in the configuration tool.

a. Model will probably show the factory default ACT-IR220LN configuration.

b. Should also see model and firmware version in FIRMWARE VERSION field.

5. Click on IFSYS 8001A LEVEL MODE radio button.
a. On a side note, the IFSYS 8001A is the Larson Davis DVX008 IR interface adapter that had been used in the past.

6. Click on WRITE CONFIGURATION.

a. A verification should pop up stating that the write was successful. 

b. Click OK.

7. Click on READ CONFIGURATION.

a. A verification should pop up stating that the read was successful.

b. Click OK.

8. Verify that the IFSYS 8001A LEVEL MODE radio button is still checked.

9. Verify that model and firmware are still showing in FIRMWARE VERSION field.

10. Unplugged the DVX010 and place back into bag and into box.
