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CUSTOM-110 Preparation and Installation
1.0 PURPOSE AND SCOPE

This document provides the detail and instruction necessary to remount the power supply on the S831.10 subassembly.
2.0 LIMITATIONS

This re-work instruction is limited to the S831.10 Revision B configuration.

4.0 REFERENCE DOCUMENTS

· CUSTOM-110 assembly drawing
5.0 RESPONSIBILITIES & AUTHORITY
The assembly technician has the following responsibilities and authority:

1. Prepare the power supply bracket for mounting from raw materials,
2. Install or consult on the installation of the power supply bracket.
6.0 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

· Follow general safety precautions when working with power tools and possibly sharp sheet metal components.
· Protective eyewear and gloves must be worn during installation of power supply bracket.

7.0 EQUIPMENT & MATERIALS

To prepare the power supply bracket these materials are needed: 

· all the components on the CUSTOM-110 Bill Of Materials
· a 2.5mm hex wrench

· a 7mm nut driver or box wrench
To Install the power supply bracket the following equipment and materials are needed: 
· the prepared CUSTOM-110

· a ruler
· a power drill (clutched is preferred) with a #2 Phillips bit 

· a putty knife or equivalent tool for removing adhesive foam tape

· wire cutters

· adhesive remover

· gloves

· protective eyewear

8.0 PREPARE POWER SUPPLY BRACKET
Step 1: Remove the clamps from the power supply mount assembly by removing all four bolt/nuts as shown in Figure 1. This is done with a hex key and box wrench in Figure 1.
Figure 2 shows the assembly with a single clamp removed.

Step 2: Retain the sheet metal bracket and the hook and loop strap for installation into the S831.10 assembly.
Step 3: Discard the remaining bolts, nuts, and clamps.
9.0 POWER SUPPLY BRACKET INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
Step 1: Unplug power supply in S831.10 assembly (both terminations). Note orientation of power supply.
Step 2: Cut zip-ties retaining power supply to zip-tie bases identified in Figure 3 and remove power supply from assembly.
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Figure 3. Cut identified zip-ties and remove bases
Step 3: Remove zip-tie bases with putty knife or similar tool. Remove all remaining adhesive residue.

Step 4: Measure and mark screw hole location of CUSTOM-110 bracket according to the CUSTOM-110 assembly drawing.
Step 5: Holding the bracket and the hook and loop strap against S831.10 back panel, screw in at least 2 self-tapping screws to the back panel. The installed bracket/strap is shown in Figure 4.
Ensure hook and loop strap is oriented according to the CUSTOM-110 assembly drawing.

Step 6: Place power supply in the bracket and retain with hook and loop strap. Fold the remaining tail of the hook and loop strap over and connect to itself. The installed power supply is shown in Figure 5.

Step 7: Reconnect power supply to the system as it existed prior to removal.
