INSTRUCTIONS


4.1

Making the Measurements
· Carefully remove the Caliper Master from its protective box and place on a level work surface.

· Verify that the Master is still within its calibration interval.

· Record the Caliper & Master information on the certification form (D0002.2053)

· Using the large jaws (used for outside measurements) measure each of the referenced distances and record the measurement obtained with the test calipers.

· Using the small jaws (used for internal measurements) measure each of the referenced distances and record the measurement obtained with the test calipers.

· Calculate the variation (+/-) of each measurement. (Reference – Measured) 

· Record the values in the variations column for each calculation

· Fill in the required information on the Calibration sticker and apply to the back of the calipers or on the carrying case for the instrument.
