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User Guide:  Before and After Recalibration

Purpose:


1. To serve as instructions  for the repair/re-calibration of Customer Supply Products. To supply "Before and After" data ("ATE", "Manual") to support the re-calibration of such products.
Responsibilities:


The Operation Manager has the responsibility to maintain this procedure.

The Electronic Calibration Technicians have the responsibility to effectively carry out this procedure.

Associated Documents:


ISO 9001, Quality System Manual, Quality Assurance Manual and MIL-STD-45662A.

Procedure:
1 Take the product from the incoming product area

2.
Hook-up ESD bracelet to test bench.

3.
Evaluate the physical condition of the product.  If the product is safe, continue with the 
calibration process.  If the product is unsafe, refer to the Unusual Conditions section.


4. 
Take appropriate acceptance test book from bookcase. In the case of Automatic Testing (ATE), locate the model number on the program directory.


5.
Take appropriate test cables and fixtures from cabinet.


6.
Complete the Before portion of the calibration.  Do not make any adjustments. Follow the directives on the template and record all data (“Shared Amethyst®/Production/GEP/GEP/Cal/(product Model ex.480B10 or Std. Cal)) 

7. When the Before process is completed, make any adjustments and/or repairs to restore the product to PCB Piezotronics, Inc. specification. Follow the directives on the template and record all After data 

8 The Data is stored as “Saved As”, under the “GEP” file,”CAL” and placed in the “Folder” designated for that Model. (ex. 462A (folder) “Save As” S/N 1234-1). For each successive unit of the same Serial Number, add the next suffix and store it in its “Folder”(ex. S/N 1234-2 etc.)

 Note: If a “folder” is not provided for that particular model ,it shall be made using the “NEW” ,"Folder” icon.

Note: There is no special designation in the ATE system that identifies a Before or After calibration. Documents  may be retrieved using the model and serial number of said product.

Upon completion, re-certify the product, attaching a dated and initialed (technician's ID.) 
calibration sticker to the product.


10.
Document the parts and/or product failure on the receiver. 


11.
Return completed product along with the before and after data and the receiver to the repair 
coordinator. (Logistics)

Unusual Conditions:
1) When a product is determined to be unsafe, return it to Electrical Assembly with the in-process repair form (TA081). A determination of what it may take to restore the product to safe working condition is done.  The sales person shall be notified as to the extent of the rework.
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
