User Guide:  Used Oil Storage Tanks Inspection

Purpose:


To define the procedure for conducting monthly inspections of the used oil tanks and associated equipment.
Responsibilities:


PMC management is responsible for maintaining this procedure.


Laborers and Machine Maintenance Technicians are responsible for performing the monthly inspections.

Form MS077 Aboveground Storage Tank Monthly Inspection form
Procedure:

1. Monthly inspection of the used oil tank system is required.  Notification of the need to perform the monthly inspection is generated through the Express Maintenance system.

2. The inspector performing the inspection must print out a blank copy of form MS077 from TCS prior to conducting the inspection.

3. Refer to form MS077 for items requiring inspection.  Inspect each tank and the fill port per MS077.  Note Y or N as appropriate for each item for each tank inspected.

a. Look for signs of leaks, corrosion, cracking, or discoloration, or any structural or foundation issues.
b. Ensure the tank labels are legible, and contain the Petroleum Bulk Storage permit number, tank number, working capacity, design capacity, and purple used oil sign.

c. Ensure the level gauges are functioning properly.

d. Ensure the drain valves are fully closed, and the cap/plug is in place.

e. Ensure the fill system is functioning properly, and that fill station also has a purple used oil label.

f. Note any possible repair or maintenance items in the Comments column, and contact Supervision to have those addressed.

4. Following the inspection, give the completed MS077 form and initialed and dated Express Maintenance task sheet to the PMC Preventative Maintenance technician for filing.  Completed MS077 forms must be saved for 10 years.  It is acceptable to save the completed forms as hardcopies or scan the completed forms and save them electronically.
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
