10.1  Critical Parameter Definition

          A critical parameter is defined as any physical dimension, process or process feature, 

          surface finish, or acceptance test which, if not maintained in accordance with the 

          applicable controlling document could result in product failure or is considered by

          contract to be critical for other reasons. Inspection instructions will be provided 

          through work instructions such as the router. These instructions may identify 

          inspection points or define the inspection responsibilities for the parts involve

Acceptance Quality Level

Non-Conforming Material

Material, parts, assemblies, and subassemblies that do not meet drawing or 

 specification requirements

DMR

Discrepant Material Report used for reporting and identifying any part suspected of

being non-conforming.

      Material Review Board

      Consisting of representatives of all departments necessary to disposition non-conforming

       material referred to them. It includes the government and customer when specified in

       the contract.

      Minor Rework

      Rework that is performed without need of special instructions and renders the part fully

      within print requirements. DMR may be used if the rework is discovered during final

      inspection

     Major Rework

      Rework that requires special instructions in addition to the normal build paperwork 

      (Op. sheets, drawing , specifications) or that is performed on explicit instruction of the

      Quality department.

Rework Operation  A set of specific instructions that describe the methods,     inspection and equipment  necessary to after rework                  
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
