Section 14.0 – Dress Guidelines
1) SAFETY GLASSES

            A)  SAFETY GLASSES WITH SIDE SHIELDS ARE TO BE WORN AT ALL TIMES WHILE 
                  OPERATING MACHINERY.  ALSO SAFETY GLASSES ARE TO BE WORN WHEN MOVING  

                   THROUGH THE MACHINE SHOP INCLUDING GOING TO AND RE-ENTERING SHOP 
                    FROM RESTROOMS ETC...  YOU DO NOT HAVE TO WEAR YOUR SAFETY GLASSES 
                   DURING THE LUNCH HOUR AND WHEN ENTERING OR LEAVING AT SHIFT CHANGE.

2) APPAREL - WHILE OPERATING MACHINERY THE FOLLOWING RULES WILL APPLY:

A)  NO OPERATING MACHINES WITH LONG SLEEVE SHIRTS OR ANY SHIRTS/SWEATERS THAT SLEEVES EXTEND BELOW THE ELBOWS.

B)  NO SWEATSHIRTS WITH ATTACHED ROPES OR DRAWSTRINGS THAT HANG OFF THE 
       NECK.


C)  NO SHORTS.

D) FOOTWEAR-MUST COVER THE ENTIRE FOOT.  NOTE: SAFETY SHOES MAY BE 

      REQUIRED IN DESIGNATED AREAS.

3) JEWELRY-WHILE OPERATING MACHINERY THE FOLLOWING RULES WILL APPLY:


A)  NO RINGS.

B)  NO LONG NECKLACES (DEFINED BELOW)

(A LENGTH LONG ENOUGH SO THAT WHILE BENDING OVER A MACHINE THE NECKLACE COULD BECOME ENTANGLED IN A MOVING PART.)

C) ONLY SHORT STUD STYLE EARRINGS ALLOWED.

D) NO WATCHES.

4)  HAIR
A) WHILE OPERATING MACHINERY SHOULDER LENGTH OR LONGER HAIR SHALL BE KEPT TIED BACK, OR TUCKED INTO A HAT.

B)
BEARDS MUST BE KEPT NEAT AND TRIMMED.
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
