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User Guide: When to Initiate a TA081 in Final Inspection

Guidelines for when to initiate a TA081 form:
· Poor workmanship issues;

· Nonconformance affects form, fit or function of the product;
· Scratches, dents, bubbles in epoxy, anodizing issues, etc.;
· Nonconformance is identified on a Visual Inspection Master;
· Product etching is incorrect;
· Serial number is incorrect.
Guidelines for when a TA081 may not be required:

· Cal Cert not signed;
· Missing accessory;
· Missing Cal Card;
· Router steps not signed.

Note:  If an inspector is unsure when to initiate the TA081, always consult your supervisor and follow his direction.
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
