1. Scope
a. This procedure provides special instructions for the following products sold to Ono Sokki:

2. Calibration Certificates and Calibration Stickers
a. Cal Certs on new products must be dated two weeks within the date of shipment.

b. Cal Cert must have the Ono Sokki name and not contain the PCB logo.

c. Cal Certs must be placed in pink ESD bags.
d. Calibration Stickers must not contain the PCB logo.
3. Cables

a. Cables must not be tagged with the PCB model number.  The cables must be tagged according to the instructions on the Router.

b. All new cables must be inspected for debris inside the connectors.

c. Check cables for kinking, especially the 030 series.

d. An inspection report from the cable department must ship with the order.

4. Packaging

a. If product is shipped in a plastic case, the plastic case must be blank and must not contain a PCB label.  Each plastic case must be placed in an individual pink ESD bag.

b. Check Router for other special packaging instructions.

5. Repairs

a. A list of equipment showing model number and serial number is required for each individual unit.

b. Ono Sokki will provide the customer names to be entered on the Cal Certs and Certificates of Conformance.
c. In addition to the Failure Analysis, a Repair Report is also required.
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
