User Guide: List of RoHS  and Certification Status Codes in Syteline

RoHS Codes:
1 – RoHS 1 (“RoHS 1” is indicated when there is a certification on file for a product that claims compliance to Directive 2002/95/EC.  There is a high likelihood of compliance to RoHS 2 (2011/65/EU) when an item is compliant to RoHS 1, but the documentation has not been reviewed or verified.)
2 – Compliant (status is marked as “Compliant” after the supplier has submitted certification, testing has been conducted, or other permissible documentation has been reviewed and verified to be compliant with RoHS 2 requirements).
R – Requested (Engineering will initially mark items that require RoHS “Requested” in order to initiate a request from the Buyer or Regulatory Affairs to the Supplier for RoHS 2 verification).
N – Not Compliant (“Not Compliant” is indicated when part does not meet RoHS directive, e.g. 60/30 lead solder).
E – Exempt (“Exempt” is indicated when an item is exempt as spelled out in the directive i.e. Piezoelectric material “CRYSTALS”, or lead is solder at extremely high or low temperatures).
Z – Not Applicable (“Not applicable” is indicated for Items such as fixtures, documentation, and electronic media that is outside the scope of the RoHS 2 Directive).
U – Unknown (“Unknown” is indicated when the engineer does not require RoHS 2 status and is unable to easily determine if the part is RoHS compliant or for which no RoHS evaluation has been initiated or conducted).

M – E-Mail Only (“E-Mail Only” is indicated when there is no certificate or other documented evidence of RoHS 1 or 2 complaince only an e-mail statement from the supplier or other individual).
Other Certifications Codes:

T – Certified (Certificates have been Received and are Valid)
A – Application Submitted (Requested Application has been submitted to the proper Regulatory body).

Q – Out for Quote (Certification quote has been requested)

I – In Test/In Process (Application has been accepted and Regulatory authority or laboratory is process ing the paperwork and conducting any required testing).

J – Rejected (Certification was not granted.  May require resubmission, additiona testing or paperwork, redesign, or other mitigator.)

X – Expired (Certification is no longer Valid)
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
