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User Guide:  BOM RoHS Roll-up Verification

1. Log on to SyteLine.
2. Choose Form “PCB BOM with Revision Report”

3. Select Parameter Type  “Item List” Button
4. In the Item List box, type Item Number

5. Enter File Name (use Item Number again)

6. Set Max Levels to 9
7. Click on “Create File” button

8. System will return the dialog box “Task Submitted”

9. Click O.K.

10. Repeat steps 4 to 9 for all BOMs you want to verify
11. Open up Excel

12. Select New File

13. Open PCB Utilities and select BOM Data

14. From the dialog box, select “Import BOM with Revision TXT File

15. A “Please navigate to the TXT file” dialog box opens

16. Click O.K.

17. Then navigate to the txt file by going to R:/SyteLine Reports/Engineering, then the name of your file from step 5 above

18. After opening the file, select PCB Utitlities, then BOM Data

19. When the dialog box opens select BOM Print

20. When the dialog box opens, select “Accept”

21. The BOM can now be verified by checking the RS column for all materials.  The status for all Materials should be one of the following:

a. 1 – RoHS 1 Compliant

b. 2 – RoHS 2 Compliant

c. E – Compliant by Exemption

d. Z – Not Applicable

22. If the status for all materials (including any out-side processes that add materials) are compliant the Parent (Level 0) item is deemed compliant.  If not the status is deemed non-compliant.  Sub-assemblies can also be deemed compliant by “roll up” if all materials used in the assembly are compliant.  Similarly, a component made up of one or more compliant materials can also be marked compliant by “roll up”.  No additional documentation is required.
23. Change Parent (Level 0) to the appropriate RoHS Status using User Guide RA1001, if applicable.

24. Any Level 0 item that is deem RoHS Compliant can be certified RoHS Compliant by Regulatory Affairs or designee.
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
