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User Guide:  Universal Numbers and Codes


Procedure:

 
To determine that a single number or product code can be incorporated into the model numbering system across multiple divisions, the following steps are taken, prior to NMI procedure (SM1008), to assure requested models are uniformly used across divisions.  

· Sales personnel discuss within their division the need to establish a prefix or calibration code.

· A Product Manager has the authority to establish a “New” code.

· The new code is discussed with other Product Managers.

· A non-divisional Sales Management representative is to review and agree upon the proposal.

· InformationTechnologies (IT) and Marketing are consulted for possible conflicts with existing numbers.

· Final approval to accept a new code must be obtained by all Product Managers.

· Upon approval, the model is entered under the standard NMI Procedure (SM1008) and Entering/Updating Models into the BSD (SM1035).

· The Product Manager establishing the new prefix advises sales management of the accepted new prefix.

· A complete list of Sales prefix numbers are stored in the BSD. (Business System Database)

Prefix Rules:

· “D” - at beginning of model number denotes a display or non-working sensor.

· “M” – at the beginning of a model number denotes a metric unit (the “M” is always next to the model number, e.g. M113A or SM113A).

· “U” –denotes an out of spec unit.  Requires an SM011 Deviation Form.  Engineering determines placement of “U”.
· “W” – at the beginning of a model number denotes the unit is Water resistant - prefix always comes first in a sensor model number (ex. WJM113A26).

· “X” - at beginning of model number denotes an experimental sensor.
· “Y” – at the beginning of model number denotes a Consignment unit - comes before any model or prefix string (ex. Y353B33, YWAJM353B33).

· “K” – at the beginning of a model number denotes a Kit. It appears first with the exception of “Y” (consignment).  “F” precedes the kit prefixes. (ex. YKL353B33, YFKL353B33)

· “RH”- at the beginning of a model number denotes the product is RoHS compliant.  This applies to all product groups. 

· Alphabetical order for all other prefixes, with the exception of “M, W, X and Y”.

· If an alphabetical combination of a particular set of prefixes can be confused with an existing prefix, a special “M” model should be created as per SM1008 – New Model Instruction.

· Model character strings are limited to 22 characters.  Models requiring a longer character string should be assigned a special “M” number per SM1008, New Model Instruction.

Unusual Conditions:
· Any product sold without the PCB or IMI logo must have a capitol “P” prefix in front of the serial number, unless otherwise instructed by the customer. 

· Product that is regraded with a “U”, “D”, “Y” or “X” prefix as part of the model number cannot have an “LW” in serial number
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
