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User Guide: Configuring Models  

1) Configurator Concept

A configured model is a model that allows for different Features to be selected from a predefined set. This allows for a large number of model combinations to be compressed into a single model. 

There are only two types of Features. There are Features used to select material quantity (i.e. cable length) and second there are discrete selectable Features (i.e. connector, mounting hardware or cable type).
A parent model is the starting point for all configured models. The parent contains all of the possible features that can be selected. When the features are selected a child model is either created or an existing one is selected. If a parent or child is changed incorrectly all of the existing children become orphans.

There are three types of model numbers that this procedure will use. First there are catalog model numbers. The catalog model numbers are the descriptive model numbers that the customer will order. Second there are parent model numbers. The parent models are abbreviated versions of the catalog model number. Last there are children model numbers. The children model numbers are the same as the parent model number with a “-“ and then a sequential number (i.e. -0001, -0002, -0003 …). The children can be cross referenced to the catalog model numbers by the description or alternate item field.

2) Choosing a parent model to start from


The configured parents can be grouped into four categories.

· Sensors with integral cables

· Cables

· 481A / 498A Signal Conditioner

· 686B Programmable vibration switch

Sensors with Integral Cables


For sensors with integral cable the parent model is the same as the catalog model except the “M” prefix and anything after the “/” is excluded. A parent model for a sensor with integral cables will always end with a “/” (i.e. 607A11/ or W352C34/). There is only one prefix that the configurator can add, that is “M” for metric mount. Sensors with a “W” option are also in this group. The only difference between sensors with integral cables and W option is, models with a W option can select the cable type. See Integral Cable and W Option cheat sheets for model number break down.

Cables


The parent models for cables can be broken into two groups. There are special (i.e. 049M06) and standard (i.e. 002EBAC) models. For the special model number the parent is the same as the catalog number except for the / and length at the end or a M prefix. Standard cable models are similar except the cable length is between the two connector models. 


There is only one prefix that the configurator can add, that is “M” for metric cable length. Not all configured cable parents have the Metric and English options in a single parent model. Only newer configured parents have Metric and English options on the same parent. All of the older configured parents will have two parents one for English length and one for Metric length.  See Custom Cable and Special Cable cheat sheets.

When to know if a model can be configured:

The only way to know if a parent exists is by checking for it in Syteline.

3) What to do if a parent model does not exists.


An NMI must be entered for all new configured parents to be created. Until the new parent is created the item “SLASH MODEL” should be entered on the order and the description should be replaced with the catalog model number.

4) Configuring a Model
On the Customer Order Lines Form enter the parent model into the item field and press tab. If the model is actually an active parent model the Features tab will become active.

If a metric length of a standard cable model is required enter a * before the model and press the [image: image2.png]SYlnf
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 button next to the item. If there is a parent model with an M prefix it must be used.
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Figure 2 (M option for standard cables)
The error from Figure 3 will pop up for most models. Click OK. This error prompts because PCB does not used the incremental pricing function built into the configurator.  
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Figure 3 (Error Message)

Enter any other fields that the order requires (i.e. due date, qty, unit price)

Click on the Features tab
The Features tab is broken into two different windows. The upper window has the features and the lower window has the options for the Feature that is selected. The Features are in the order that they have to be selected. There is more information about each Option in the description column. Scroll to the left in the Options window to see the options column.

Select the first Feature. 

If there is only one option a quantity needs to be entered, then click the Select check box. 

If there are more than one option for a feature click the Select check box for the desired option. Then select the next Feature and repeat.

Note: The Description and Item will update automatically. The item will have a configured child model number. The children configured model numbers are the same as the parent with a “-“ and sequential number at the end. Check the Catalog model number in the description to make sure is matches what is intended. 

Note: In most cases after “Create Item” is clicked it will gray out and can not be clicked again. In some cases a model will allow the “Create Item” button to be clicked twice. If “Create Item” is clicked twice the model will have two sequential numbers after it (i.e. -0004-0001). This is incorrect and will cause problems. Before clicking “Create Item” check the that the model in the item field is a parent model number.
