Purpose: To stock an item and relieve inventory of items components without using a job order. (ie, grading elements and outside operations, etc.)

1. Open form: Just In Time Production Transactions.

2. For JIT Transactions populate the form with the following information.
a. Item: Enter the item number you are stocking.
b. NC instance:When JITing TO5’s, refer to the calibration routing step to find the appropriate Item and appropriate quantity to receive (5%, 10%, 15%).

c. Completed: Enter quantity to be transacted.
d. Location: Select the location you are stocking the item in by using the drop down menu. If the location is not in the drop down and if you have permission you can add the item location relationship in the form by entering the location you are moving items to.

i. If you do not have permission, see the Inventory Supervisor to add the relationship.

ii. If this is a new item location relationship, you will get a pop-up as noted below.  If this is what you want to do, hit ok.  If not, hit cancel.

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e. Lot: If the item is lot tracked,the lot track field becomes available for you to enter/scan the lot number.

b. Enter Completed quantity as a negative number, repeat all other steps above.
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
