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User Guide: Purchasing ATEX Parts

Scope:  This User Guide defines the rules by commodity for the procurement of ATEX parts as checked on the PCB tab of the ITEMS form in Syteline. The drawings for ATEX parts are typically marked “Schedule” or “Related” in the upper left corner. 

The following commodities are subject to these rules in the absence of ATEX certification at the product level. All other commodities follow the supplier approval process as detailed in PD01.
1. Crystals

2. Microelectronics

3. Amps

4. Junction Boxes
Approved suppliers within the following categories will be reviewed at the beginning of each month in order to identify inactivity for one year or more: AMP, CRY, OCM, PCA, PCB, PCK, SUAK, SUAN, SUBK, SUBN. In addition to PCB’s standard supplier approval process per PD01, the source of supply must meet one of the following: (1) a supplier with an acceptable Ex quality system (2) a supplier with 3rd party certification(s), e.g. ISO 9001 and/or AS9100 certification or (3) a documented supplier site audit. This can be confirmed as follows:
1. If the PCB tab in the Vendors form in Syteline shows Approval Method: Certified Quality System, verify that the Cert Experation Date that has not expired.
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2. Verify that the current Quality System 3rd party certification OR the on-site audit report is on file in Vendors Doc-Trak.    
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Notify the Supplier Development Engineer if you find any missing or out-of-date information. Purchase orders should not be issued to suppliers without verification of certifications or an on-site audit. Any deviation from these guidelines requires approval from the Supplier Development Engineer or Purchasing Manager.
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
