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User Guide:  Transferring Flux to Dispenser

· When transferring liquid flux from its original container to a dispenser bottle, the dispenser must be labeled with the following information:
· Product Identification (e.g. Kester 186-36)

· Lot Number (from original container)

· New Expiration Date

· NOTE: Liquid RMA (Kester 186-36) Flux has twelve month shelf life after it is transferred to a dispenser bottle as long as it does not exceed the expiration date on the original container.  Mark the container with either the new 12-month expiration date or the manufacturer’s expiration date, whichever comes first.
· An OSHA sticker with the OSHA information transferred from the original container must be placed on the dispenser bottle.
· When changing-over flux, the used flux must be emptied into the “Waste” container located in the manufacturing flux storage cabinet.  Dispenser bottles may be reused as long as they are still in good condition.
· NOTE 2:  M-Flux AR flux and Cleaner, used on Static Force / Torque Strain Gage Sensors, is purchased in one ounce bottles.  Shelf life is designated by the manufacturer.  When replacing flux in a dispenser, transfer the whole quantity from the bottle.  Update labeling as stated above, but use the Manufacturer’s Expiration Date from the original bottle.
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
