Procedure:

POLISHING LATHES

· Wear appropriate eye protection

· Clothing with long sleeves (i.e. ESD coats, sweatshirts), drawstrings or ropes that extend below the neck line are prohibited while operating machines 

· Do not wear rubber gloves

· Do not leave the key in the chuck & do not clean sensor with solvent while in chuck (there is potential for splashing into eyes)

· Long hair should be pulled back or tucked into a hat

· No jewelry or watches should be worn while operating machines

· Leave area clean when complete

· Do not leave the machine unattended while it is operating & give full attention while operating machine

CUT-OFF WHEELS

· Wear appropriate eye protection

· Clothing with long sleeves (i.e. ESD coats, sweatshirts), drawstrings or ropes that extend below the neck line are prohibited while operating machines

· Long hair should be pulled back or tucked into a hat

· No jewelry or watches should be worn while operating machines

· Leave area clean when complete

· Do not leave the machine unattended while it is operating & give full attention while operating machine

SANDBLASTERS

· Connect ESD ground to protect sensors

· Leave vacuum on while opening sandblaster door to prevent sand from getting into eyes

· Do not spray nozzle toward glass as it may damage it & do not step on pedal while door is open

· Leave area clean when complete (i.e. clean up sand on floor surface to prevent slips; ensure anti-skid mats are on floor)

· Shut sandblaster door to prevent moisture from settling on the sand
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
